  --Large lots of walnut lumber are being shipped to the East from Kenosha County, to be cut into veneering.

  --A sea lion eleven feet in length was captured in Lake Winnebago a few days ago.  It escaped from a circus two years ago and has frightened many people since that time.

DAM BREAKS,
Causes Catastrophic Flood.

   The great disaster that last Friday fell upon the country surrounding Johnstown, Pennsylvania, by which that city and  several smaller places were absolutely wiped out of existence, is the most overwhelming calamity that ever occurred to English speaking people.  Out of a  total population of about 50,000 people fully 12,000 to 15,000 were killed by the flood.  Every family lost some members and not only the accumulation of years but all prospects for future living.  Money, provisions and clothing are pouring in rapidly and everything that can be done to alleviate their sufferings will be quickly done.  So dreadful are the details that it makes one sick to hear them.
   [ Some wealthy families, including Andrew Carnegie, had bought an abandoned reservoir, patched the dam, raised the water level and built fishing & hunting lodges around it. For several years the dam was poorly maintained.  Even though this was common knowledge, no successful lawsuits were ever brought against the owners. If you Google "Johnstown, PA" you will find several accounts of this tragedy]

House  &  Farm.
   If there be much sickness about the neighborhood, boil the water used in babies' food, for boiling kills all the animalceulae contained in the water.  Cool before using.
   Cabbage leaves deprived of their coarse nerves (ribs) makes excellent dressing for wounds of various kinds and obstinant ulcers. Apply night and morning with a bandage over them.

   The juice of the matured leaf of the burdock in teaspoonful doses, three times a day was given to a child five years old affected with obstinate scrufulous aptholma (sore eyes and lids) , and in a few days was cured.

   Cold Slaw.--Shave off a hard, white head of cabbage and season with the following dressing: One cup of cream, one and a half teaspoons of mustard, one teaspoon of salt, one teaspoon of butter, one tablespoon of sugar and one beaten egg white.  When boiled, add one cup of strong vinegar, stir well and pour over cabbage.

   Wearing Out Cows.

   Some old fogies have an idea that high feeding, as they call it, exhausts  the vitality and energy of the cow, causing her to ear out sooner than she would on a short diet.  It is difficult to make a cow eat more than she wants or needs if she is fed regularly.    A starved cow might gorge herself to injury.  A man on half rations would wear out much sooner than if he had full rations.  The same is true of a milch cow.  It used to be thought that there was a profit in keeping young pigs in a half starved condition for a year or so, and then fatte them.  But pig raisers now keep them growing from the start.

 Dickering for the Great Indian Reservation.


   The Commissioners Explain to the Dusky Men


The Provisions of the Dakota Land Bill. --Many of


the Chiefs Obstinately Oppose the Bill.


 The first movement of settlers in the Northwest


 in anticipation of the opening to settlement of


 the great Sioux reservation in Dakota has al-


ready commenced.  The portion to be thrown


open consists of about half of the great reserva-


tion, or about 11,000,000 acres, and is said to


comprise some of the richest soil in that region.


The land is owned by the Sioux tribe and the


Government appointed a commission to nego-


tiate a settlement of their claims.  Speeches were


made by the most strenuous opposers to the bill--Hollow Horn Bear, Two Strikes and Yellow Hair.  The first speech was made by Two Strikes. "There were some payments which you promised me under the treaty of 1868 for thirty years to come.  Now when there are ten years yet to come in which we are to receive annuity goods and all those things you promised me, you come with another treaty. "


  The commissioner explained how the proposed reservation for this agency exceeded in size that in last year's bill.  At the conclusion of the commissioner's speech, the council broke up.  It is probable that they will expect several days in which to talk to each other before they will take any decided action.


[ This was the pattern:  take the Indians' land, give him a smaller, less desirable land, discover that that land had something the whites wanted, take the desirable part of the new land, give the Indian new scrub land.]
