       DOWN WITH LOTTERIES.

President Harrison Calls Attention to the Evil and the Necessity of Preventing the Use of the United States Mails.  Postal Clerks in the Pay of Louisiana Gamblers.
   The following message has been sent to Congress by President Harrison:
   "The recent attempt to secure a charter from the State of North Dakota for a lottery company, the pending effort to obtain from the State of Louisiana a renewal of the charter of the Louisiana State Lottery, and the establishment of lottery companies  at Mexican towns at or near our border, have served a good purpose of calling public attention to an evil of vast proportions.  If the baneful effects of the lotteries were confined to the States that gave the corporate powers a license to conduct business, the citizens of other States might clear themselves of this evil.  But the case is not so.  The people of all States are debauched and defrauded.  The vast sums of money offered to the States for charters are drawn from the people of the United States; and the General Government, through its mail system, is made the effective and profitable medium between the lottery company and its victims."

FRESH and NEWSY.
Negro Prisoners Will Celebrate.
   A Committee of colored men advanced the following petition to the Police Justice at Richmond, Va.  "We, the undersigned, do respectfully move this honorable court to discharge from jail all the American citizens of African descent (felons excepted) in order that they may witness the emancipation, and to thank God and this honorable court for their freedom, under the penalty that those who are arrested within thirty days from discharge will receive a double sentence."  The Justice agreed to the petition.

Diphtheria Epidemic at Milwaukee.

   The Concordia College, a Lutheran teachers seminary in Milwaukee, has been closed because of an epidemic of diphtheria among the students.

Another Railroad War.

   The railroads are carrying on a bitter railroad war from the Northwest to Chicago.  Ticket brokers are selling tickets for almost anything.

Jack McAuliff's Wife Dead.
   Kate Hart, the actress and wife of the champion light weight fighter died of heart failure.

More Police Brutality.
   The utmost excitement was created at Denver, Col., when it was learned that indictments were brought against Chief Loar and four detectives for false imprisonment and assault.  The complaining witnesses are Dan Sinks and G. E. Smiley, who were imprisoned and brutally assaulted by the officers for the purpose of extorting a confession to a crime for which they were arrested and which they claim they knew nothing of.  The local press has for some time charged the detective force with being very corrupt, and that they receive regular contributions from fallen women, gamblers and criminals, and in return those classes are not arrested.

Mr. Edison's Phonograph.
It Addresses the Electric Convention at Kansas City.

   At one session of the electric light convention it was announced that a phonograph from Mr. Edison would address the convention on the subject of his fine-wire system of distribution.  The phonograph was produced and when put in operation uttered Mr. Edison's apology for having been unable prepare the addresses.  The voice from the phonograph was loud and every word was distinctly heard throughout the hall.

[ Mr. Edison's electric distribution system was based on DC, not the AC that we all use today.  As smart as he was, he was dead wrong on this one. ]

   Minneapolis millers are negotiating for an interest in the Anchor Manufacturing Company of Detroit, with a view of erecting immense stave mills.

   The Cincinnati southern freight trains Nos. 11 and 15 collided at Millville, Tenn.  The collision was caused by the negligence of the flagman, who failed to flag No. 15.

   The great Nevada Bank, of San Francisco, has been bought by a syndicate of Hebrews for $3,000,000.

   Nelson, the great Maine stallion, trotted a mile on the Terre Haute track in 2:11, breaking the world's stallion record.
   The Indianapolis [railroad] Car Manufacturing Company has been placed in the hands of a receiver.  The company is insolvent, having debts of $650,000 and no means to pay them.

THE  KITCHEN.
To Prepare Sweet-Breads.

   Veal sweet-breads are best.  They will not keep long.  Soak them at once in cold water for about one hour, then par boil them  in salted, boiling water, after which, put them into cold water again for a few minutes.  This will make them firm and white.  Remove the skin and little pipes, and put them in a very cool place until ready to cook them again.   [ Sweet-breads are animal testicles. ]
Paradise Pudding.
   Ingredients: Three eggs, three apples, quarter pound of bread crumbs, one lemon, three ounces of sugar, three ounces of currants, half a wineglass of wine, nutmeg, butter and sugar for sauce.  Pare, core and mince the apples and mix with bread crumbs, nutmeg grated, currants, sugar, juice of the lemon and half the rind grated.  Beat the eggs well, moisten the mixture with these and beat all together, adding the wine last; put the pudding in a buttered mold and tie it down with a cloth, boil one hour and a half, and serve with sauce of butter and sugar mixed together.
Oysters for Breakfast.

   An appetizing way of serving oysters for breakfast is the following: Put two dozen medium sized oysters in a sauce pan with their own liquid; let them come to a boil, then strain the oysters, saving the liquid.  Put about one tablespoonful of butter in a sauce pan and two of flour; beat and work smooth, add the oyster liquid and let it boil about five minutes, stirring all the while; add juice of a lemon to taste and the yolks of two eggs well beaten, salt, pepper and chopped parsley, and then the oysters, served on toast.


About  and  Around.
   Thousands of colored men from North Carolina and other Southern States are flocking to Oklahoma, which seems to suit them perfectly, both as regards the climate and the soil.  If it could become a distinctive colored man's State, where they could be free from persecution and intolerance, it would be a blessing to the country.


   The outlook for Chicago on the World's Fair question is not so good as it was, nor does it seem probable now that it will be likely to be chosen.  The special committee appointed to the Speaker, to consider the question, consists of two men favorable to each place with a chairman neutral, but being from Massachusetts, he will, no doubt, favor New York.  The worst feature is the fact that all the other places are combining against Chicago.

Malaria - flue like symptoms, coma, 2% death rate, currently, 2 million deaths/year, mostly children, mostly in Africa.


Pox - syphilis


Scrofula - infection of lymph glands, more common in children


Typhus - infection spread by lice & fleas


Typhoid - acute infection, fever, nausea, severe loss of appetite


Yellow Fever - acute, often fatal infectious disease, liver  damage, fever, jaundice
