The Chicago Convention.

   The convention at Chicago occupied all the time last week until Saturday night, in getting things in working order.  Most of the time was spent in adopting the Credential‘s report, there being contesting delegates in several states and territories.  On Saturday evening, however, the Convention was ready to proceed to receive the names of candidates for nomination.  The roll of the States was called, and when it reached Michigan, Gov. Joy, of Detroit, nominated James Blaine, followed by a short speech.

   The name of Senator Windom, of Minnesota, was then presented by his State’s delegate, with no seconding.  Senator Roscoe Conklin followed with an eloquent oration for the “silent old soldier”, which was applauded from beginning to end.  The whole speech was an effort that one hears but once in a life time.  With the exception of Conklin, Garfield was the best orator of the body, and the most popular with the crowd.  By this time it was nearly midnight and the Convention postponed voting until Monday, to the intense disappointment of thousands.
   The Republican National Convention, which after nominating General Garfield for President Tuesday, proceeded to a nomination for Vice President.  Speeches were made, presenting several names.  Only one ballot was taken, resulting as follows:

Farm  Rakings
   Harvest sermons are preached on Sunday in the interior of Pennsylvania, where thanks are returned for the bountiful harvests.
   The Bohemian hulless oats have not given satisfaction in medina  county, Ohio,, where they were tried this season by a number of farmers, who paid $10 a bushel for the seed.  The yield was insignificant.  The season was not as good as usual.
   Which is better for transplanting, spring or fall?  Our answer would be, spring, north of this latitude; fall, south of it.  This is in reference to deciduous, fruit and ornamental trees.

LURID  FLAMES.

J. E. Burton’s Elegant residence on Fire.

  On Sunday evening people as were returning from church they were startled by hearing an alarm of fire, and stilln more so when they learned that the fire was in Mr. Burton’s new and elegant residence opposite the public square.  There was soon an excited crowd of men, women and boys around and in the building, every one of whome seemed to be working on some indefinite plan of his own.  The crowd first rushed all over the house without a drop of water, and then all of them rushed out doors yelling wildly and calling for someone to bring water and ladders.  Finally by the superhuman efforts of two or three cool headed individuals, a water line was formed and the work of quenching the flames began.  The fire was caused by a defective flue.  It seems that the chimney was built with a place to put the ash box, but by some oversight this cavity had simply been filled with loose brick and the wainscoating built over it.  The soot accumulated in the vicinity catching on fire set the woodwork back of the bricks on fire also.  Mr. Burton noticed that the chimney was on fire and that the woodwork about it was very heated and he cut a hole in the side wall and poured in water supposing he had put out the fire.  Shortly afterwards, however, watchman Kelley noticed smoke from the upper windows and the alarm was given again.  At one time it seemed impossible to save the house as the fire had caught in the timbers of every story in the south-west corner.  The third story was badly burned and the mansard roof almost completely destroyed. The furniture, carpets, etc. were all removed, but so hurriedly that they were badly damaged.  Mr. Burton had a collection of coins on the fourth story which was valued at $4,500, all of which was removed with the loss of only a few hundred dollars.
   The house was build three years ago at a cost of $12,000, and the furniture and goods were worth about $3,500.  An insurance of $11,000 was on everything.

The scientific men of the East, among whom may be mentioned the faculties of Yale College and Harvard College, endorse Mr. Brown in the highest terms.
   He has added to his programme of mind reading, a series of the latest so called spiritualistic manifestations, which he explains upon scientific principles.  Spirits are made to appear before the audience, messages received from the dead, and the spirits cause the tables and furniture to move about, while the sweetest music is discoursed by the phantom orchestra.

NOW  DO  IT.
   There has been much talk in the past three or four years of the necessity of fixing up the lakeshore in the village that it may be attractive to visitors. It was generally understood that it could not be bought and numbers have fairly howled for the Board to declare it a nuisance and condemn it to turn it over to the village to be improved.  Now it is for sale. The fish pond can be filled up for almost nothing by the village, for the Street Commissioner is in want of a place to dump all the tin pans, oyster cans, corsets and crinolines that the average free-holder annually heaps up in the streets, and one good Spring would be enough to fill  up the hole.  Then the sheds, boat houses, etc. should be bounced and the place made ready for any kind of use, and it would be a thing of beauty and a joy forever.
