CHANGES  DESIRED

Superintendent Carey's Views.
Pupils Should attempt Less and Do More Thorough Work--American Characterized by Self Complacency and Slipshod Methods--Many High Schools Dissipating Their Energies.


MADISON, Wis.  To Superintendents, Principals and Teachers;-

   There are men of singleness of purpose and unquestionable devotion to their schools who feel that they are holding the educational citadel against hostile forces that would overwhelm and cripple the work of our high schools.  Such sincerity is worthy of the highest respect.  Nevertheless I am forced to differ from them in my opinion.  I believe that sincere, hearty discussion at this time will bring about such modification of high schools in the course of a few years as will entrench them in the good will of the people to an extent which has, heretofore, never existed.  School men may take the lead in pointing out what is needed, but unless the people are with them they can do but little.  The high school principal  may adjust the work within the course of study, but what the course of study itself shall be, is determined, after domination ceases, rather by the educational spirit of the times rather than by the work of any individual.
   It is the purposed of the state superintendent to make general, not detailed suggestions.  The following will be found to apply much more to some schools than to others.

   1. It would seem wise for the schools to attempt less and do more thorough work in what they do attempt.

CAR IS DYNAMITED IN BIG CAR STRIKE
Unorganized Workers Strike in 

Locomotive Works
Philadelphia--It was learned this morning that Director Clay's statement that president Fogel of the baseball club has withdrawn his permission for the strikers to hold a mass meeting in the ball park today was not correct.  The baseball management says that the strikers still have their permission to hold the meeting, notwithstanding Mr. Clay's order that the meeting shall not be held.

   A trolley was dynamited last night at Germantown. The explosion lifted the car off the track and set it down crossways with a crash that smashed every window pane.

   On account of rioting Tuesday night twenty-five extra policemen were sent to Frankford on Wednesday.  A car was stoned and its windows smashed.  Another car was bombarded with beer bottles.

  A clash is almost certain today at a mass meeting to be held at Shibe's ball park.  The union leaders had asked all the strikers to meet at the ball park and make a peaceable demonstration.

NEGRO  FIEND  LYNCHED
Refuses to Obey Orders to Stop and Is Shot  to Death--Was Known as a Desperate Character
   Vidalia, Ga.--Will Williamson, a negro, was lynched by a posse at Petros, five miles from this place shortly after having  fatally stabbed C. H. Mann, Jr., of Cedar Crossing.
  Bloodhounds were secured and a posse began a search in every direction.  Upon being discovered in an outhouse at Petros, the negro ran and refused to obey the summons to halt, whereupon he was shot to death.

[He was shot to death and then lynched?  Apparently some people are not to be denied their lynching.]

A Nebraska City that has Been dry for twenty-eight Years--Few Disturbances--No Paupers.
   York, Nebraska, had a population in 1900 of 5132.  It has got along very well without dramshops as may be seen by the following:

   No saloons for twenty-eight years.

   No drugstore permits since 1906.

   One police (night and day), salary $60 per month, no fees

   No occupation tax for business houses

   Total number fined for intoxication for one year, eight

   Arrests for disturbances and misdemeanors, six

   No city paupers and nine county paupers, all over sixty years of age

   Two and one-half miles of brick pavement

   Total city indebtedness (no floating) bonded $37,000
WILD SCENE AS POOL COLLAPSES
Columbus and Hocking Valley Stock Drops 54 Points.

TRINITY CHURCH CLOCK STOPS

   New York--A pool in Columbus and Hocking Coal and Iron stock collapsed with the result that for the second time in stock exchange history the plans of the master manipulator went sadly awry.  Two stock exchange firms failed with liabilities of more than $8,000,000 at a conservative estimate.

   The Trinity Church clock which looks down upon the stock exchange stopped at 11:52 a.m. and had not resumed at a late hour this morning.  The crash came at just about that moment.

   The Fisk firm had liabilities of $2,500,000 and assets of 2,900,000.  From the high price of 88, the stock broke, almost without a rally to 25.  The subsequent rally was feeble.

COOK NARROWLY
ESCAPES NOOSE

Rope Is Placed Around His Neck--Begs Mob for Life.

   Milwaukee, Wis.,--Samuel Moore,  a non-union cook in an ice camp, had a narrow escape from being lynched at the Twin Lakes, twenty miles south of this city, being saved from death by a woman with a shotgun.

   The union ice men, who had been laid off earlier in the day, congregated in a nearby saloon and discussed their grievances over flowing bowls.  When Moore put in an appearance he was set upon by the crowd and kicked and beaten, sustaining two fractured ribs.

   Finally someone said, "Let's lynch the scab" and the suggestion was received with favor.  A rope was secured and one of it was tied around Moore's neck and the other end to a rafter in the ice house.   The intended victim begged the mob to spare his life, but the men seized the rope and started to pull.  At that moment Mrs. John Ansill, keeper of an ice men's boarding house appeared on the scene with a shotgun and a determined appearance.  She ordered the mob to release Moore and they backed away.  In the mean time a rescuing party had been organized and soon a pitched battle was in progress.  The rescuers finally won, but only after more than a dozen men had been badly beaten.

INSURGENTS TO
MAP OUT FIGHT

Announcement That "Insurging" in Congress Will No Longer Be Countenanced Has Aroused the Recalcitrants to Action.

   Washington, Jan 6.--It is expected that the insurgent Republicans members of the house will call a meeting to give earnest consideration to the situation from the announcement that the administration would no longer countenance "insurging" in congress and would withhold patronage from recalcitrant members.
   Most of the radical insurgent leaders on the house side feel that with the elections but a few months distant it is a life and death struggle with them and consequently when forced into the fray have no hesitation about carrying the war to any extent.

The Loss on the Rural Routes--Express Companies Larger Dividends

HOUSEHOLD  HELPS.
   Finger marks and stains on porcelain, wood and window panes can be easily removed with coal oil on a clean soft rag.

   A reliable polish  is made from equal parts of olive oil, vinegar and alcohol.  This should be rubbed in with one wool cloth and polished with another.

   When [wall] papers are to be cleaned with medicated putties or crusts of bread the room should be first made free of dust.  Work only in one direction.  No paper will stand cleaning more than three times.

Creamed Onions on Toast.

   Peel some Spanish onions all of a size.  Put into a white lined pan covered with water or stock.  Add a small blade of mace and cook gently until tender.  Drain and keep the onions hot; then add a gill of milk to the onion liquid.  Measure this liquid all together and to every gill add a teaspoon of flour moistened with a little cold milk.  Boil up.  Add a nut of butter, salt and pepper.  Make a square of buttered toast for each onion.  Add the yolk of an egg to the sauce.  Lay an onion on each square of toast, pour some sauce over each, then a little chopped parsley and serve hot.
