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SHOULD HAVE SEWERS.
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Engineer Advises Against Paving Until After Sewerage System Is In.
   Chairman Briegel of the committee on the matter of paving Main Street between Broad and Center streets secured the services of engineer P. J. Hurtgen, who supervised the sewer and paving work in Burlington.  Mr. Hurtgen advises, that if there is a prospect of putting in sewers in the near future , it would be better to not do any paving until the sewers are in.  As the ordinance for the purchase of the water works has passed, and a new sewerage system would mean vastly increased revenues from the water works.  There is little doubt that the absence of sewers has been a stumbling block in the matter of the improvements in the way of building and the introduction of modern equipment in buildings already in use.

ORDER TROOPS TO 
MEXICAN BORDER
United States Undertakes Military Demonstration.

   Washington.--A formidable military demonstration for the protection of American and foreign properties in Mexico has been taken by the United States under the pretext of holding joint army and navy maneuvers.  Orders were suddenly issued by the war department sending 20,000 troops to the Mexican border.

   In addition an additional 2,060 marines are under orders to proceed immediately to Guantanamo, which is in striking distance of Mexico.

   This sudden military demonstration follows conferences which Henry Lane Wilson, ambassador to Mexico, has had here for two days.  He made a gloomy statement of conditions in Mexico.  It is said that he is pessimistic over the extent of the revolution in Mexico and the ability of the Diaz government to suppress it.  The United States' interests in Mexico have been estimated as high as 1,500,000,000.
