ABOUT OUR CEMETARIES
PIONEER CEMETERY A SADLY NEGLECTED PLACE.


   While Lake Geneva has many things of which her citizens may well be proud, we believe none of them can point with pride to the condition of our Pioneer Cemetery, as it is no credit to our town nor to our people.
   It is not so many years when that cemetery was the only place in our city to bury our dead.  When that was the case the cemetery was given excellent care and was a source of more or less pride to our people.  It was all we had and it was a pretty place.

   In that old cemetery are buried the bones of many of our old settlers, men and women who came here when the Indians owned the land, who for themselves a home and a start for what is now Lake Geneva, our beautiful city.  They were buried in the plat of ground they had set aside and hallowed as the home of their dead.  They took pride in the place and spared neither time nor money in caring for the same.
   But how the times have changed! When the new cemetery was opened many lots were purchased and many bodies move from the old cemetery. The pioneers have gone the way of all flesh, their children have moved away or have become careless and have neglected to protect the graves of their dead, and the results may be seen today--not a pretty sight, not one suggestive of the really good there is in our people.


BREEDING HORSES SUITABLE

 FOR GENERAL WORK ON FARM
English Clydesdales and Crosses Resulting From Use of French r German Coach animals Make Excellent All-Round Team--Pull Almost Any Load
Farmers in the south still cling to the light breeds of horses, mainly because there is more horseback riding done.  In the north the heavy breeds, such as the Percheron and Clydes are most generally used.  Generally, where only one team can be kept, the horses should be sizeable enough to pull a plow or draw a heavy wagon load with comparative ease and at the same time light enough to get along over the road with a surrey or light rig at a fairly good gait.

  The most scrupulous cleanliness is needed for the health and beauty of the feet, and so a daily bath and a comfortable supply of stockings are required.  Women in the smart set go to the pedicure for the removal of corns and callouses, but these afflictions can be treated at home and there are special baths for softening the horny places and for resting all the feet. One is made with ordinary washing soda--about a half cupful to a gallon of water, this being for softening the callouses preparatory to their removal with a knife or file or pumicestone.  A bath with a pound of sea salt will harden and strengthen the feet.  Camphor is useful for massaging, thus reducing swelling, while massaging the feet and ankles every night with olive oil, will, as he beauty saying is, keep them young.
  The difficulty of converting some of the older folks to the use of really up-to-date lighting fixtures, is instanced by an entry from a catalog of a fixture manufacturer at Mainz, which is on of the most ancient cities in Germany.  It shows an attachment by which an incandescent drop light is substituted for the kerosene lamp in a heavy, old fashioned hanging lamp, says Popular Electricity.  Just what is gained by retaining the cumbersome structure of the old lamp frame, may be hard for some to understand.  It probably pleases the fancy of older ones who do not like to part with familiar fixtures even when yielding to the introduction of a modern illuminant, and it may take another decade to introduce equally modern fixtures into these homes.

Last year, on average, each saloon caused the death of three men.  Each saloon in the United States, on average, now has 20 men made heavy drinkers or drunkards, who are mortally wounded.  Each saloon has, on average, 100 men made regular drinkers, who are seriously wounded.
  In the full light of the facts, I cannot look upon any saloon otherwise than as an assassin.  It is vain to plead that the men who drink are responsible for the slaughter.  They drink because the drug is kept in their presence.  Meat with strychnine placed along the streets will kill the dogs.  The fact of the poisoned meat being placed along the street is the cause of the destruction.   When this remarkable, seductive poison of alcohol is placed along the streets in saloons, men will take it.  Irrespective of the question of the responsibility for its existence, the saloon is fundamentally an assassin.


AMERICA  IS THIRD
   Washington.--Considered without qualifying circumstances, the latest official reports indicate that only three persons out of ten thousand in Germany are unable to read or write, while the proportion of illiteracy in Great Britain is 150 per 10,000, as against 770 per 10,000 in the United States.  

   Although America seems to be a bad third in comparison, the bureau of education calls attention to circumstances which tend to put a much better face upon the matter.  Thus the American figures include the entire population more than ten years of age, while the German figures cover only army recruits, and the British statistics are based on data drawn wholly from marriage registers.  Hence the German and British statistics deal only with adults.

SPLENDIDLY FURNISHED THROUGHOUT- UNDER EFFICIENT MANAGEMENT

The hotel picture in the Herald was dark & muddy, so, for those of you who never saw it, I borrowed one from "Lake Geneva in Vintage Postcards", a very enjoyable book if you like local history.    The hope of years in Lake Geneva has at last been attained.  On the site of the historic Whiting House, the only big hotel ever located on the lake and destroyed by fire in 1894, the Lake Geneva Hotel was opened yesterday.  For eighteen years Lake Geneva has worked for a worthy successor to the Whiting.   Mr. Arthur L. Richards, a man experienced as a building operator, went to Europe during the winter to study the noted watering places of the continent.  The result of his investigations was to select Frank Lloyd Wright, one of the most distinctively American architects of his day, to plan the new house and the building shows his well known devotion to the horizontal line as well as his cardinal principle of "bringing the outdoors indoors", the outer wall surface  of every room being given almost wholly to full length windows.  The Lake Geneva hotel, seventy rooms, has a frontage of 360 feet, looking straight





down the axis of Lake Geneva.  The full  length is broken only by the loggia in front of the main lobby.  The management of the new hotel has been entrusted to Mr. G. H. Jacobson, chief steward of the Hotel Sherman for the past ten years.  The hotel will be operated strictly on the European plan and its restaurant services will  be fully equal to that afforded by the best city restaurants in the country.  No bar will be maintained at the hotel and no wines or liquors will be served except at the tables or in the rooms of guests.  Mr. Jacobson will introduce the head waiter and runner system.  Your order will be taken by the head waiter who will hand it to a waiter who in turn hands it to a runner who later brings the meal to a service table, allowing the waiter to be in constant attendance upon his guests.
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
