   Nathaniel K. Fairbanks, for many years one of the leading business men of Chicago, died at 5 o'clock a.m., Friday, at his residence, after a long illness.  

   Mr. Fairbanks was born in Sodus, N. Y., in 1829, of parents who were able to give him a good education and a good start in life.  But when he was 15 the family met reverses and he was set out  to work. His first appointment was as an apprentice to a brick layer.  Then he became a bookkeeper for a flour mill.  In six months he had acquired an interest in the business and by 1855 was on the board of trade, and for nearly half a century he was one of prominent figures of that exchange.

   Mr. Fairbanks was the last survivor of the original Chicago colony about Geneva Lake, and was one of the most progressive and enterprising to advance its interests, being liberal with his time and his money to improve the lake and to bring it to the notice of the Chicago people.

TRAINING THE FINGERS.
A SCHEME THAT IS WORTH THE  TRIAL.

Under the guidance of Prof. W. F. Gray, what may be the entering wedge for manual training in the city schools is being carried on  with the pupils of the fourth grade.

The pupils of the grade, some 40 in number, under Mrs. Helen Sharp, are equipped for the work each day with a "kit" consisting of a try-square, block plane, knife, gauge, compass and sandpaper, a large T-square and board upon which to draw and to serve as a bench.
When visited recently the work laid out was an exercise in curves, which was being found difficult, previous work having required only straight lines.  The design is first drawn out on paper, after which bits of board are forthcoming upon which he proceeds to lay out his work.  For a time the knives are plied with great industry, and a regulation ambulance equipment is kept in readiness during the active portion of that time, and is much in demand, cut fingers being quickly bandaged up and the work resumed.


Temperance  Lectures.
Rev. Harry Colman of Milwaukee, superintendent of the Anti-Saloon League of Wisconsin, spoke in the Baptist church last Sunday night.  Every available seat was occupied.  Mr. Colman is a good speaker, a clear logical reasoner, and presented his subject in plain forceful language.  He told of the efforts of the Anti-Saloon League being made to rid the land of the curse of an open saloon, and the dire effects which surely follow the traffic intoxicating liquors.

IN THE SANITARY DAIRY.

Leaky Udders and Their Danger.

Clean Stable Floors.
   In healthy animals the only possible  channel of bacterial invasion is the teat.  The teat is a canal surrounded by muscular walls and closed at the extremity by an involuntary sphincter, which varies much in contractibility in different animals.  Often it is so lax that the pressure of a small amount of milk in the canal is sufficient to open it, and the animal  leaks her milk.  In other animals it requires a strong pressure on the part of the milker to draw the milk.  This canal, with a temperature of the animal body and always, even after the most complete milking, a small amount of milk, offers ideal conditions for bacterial growth.  When the animal lies down, the udder with the teats come in contact with dust and dirt which are teaming with bacteria. Thus it behooves the prudent farmer to keep the stable floor as clean as possible.
