It is exceedingly kind of the Water & Light Co. to "invite all interested parties to an investigation of the case." Now that sounds good; it sounds as though the taxpayers will be given the full and complete facts in the  case - if they ask for them.  To test the sincerity of that bluff, the Herald asks for all the facts as they existed at Christmas night when the central school building was destroyed by fire.  But the people of Lake Geneva take no stock in pre-arranged "investigations."  They investigated the conditions of the water supply for fire protection on Christmas night and proved beyond a possibility of doubt that the company was not living up to provisions of its franchise in maintaining a sufficient water pressure, as it was barely possible to force the water from the hoses to the eaves of the burning building and that one or more of the hydrants was frozen.

WALLS WENT DOWN.

THE CENTRAL SCHOOL HOUSE RAZED.

The Work Was Accomplished Speedily - No Accident - Workmen Cleaning the Brick - Many Broken.

Wednesday night the contractors  had the walls of the old school building all down and the work of clearing up the rubbish was progressing as rapidly as possible.
In order to bring down the walls heavy rope and tackle blocks were used. The rope was fastened around one of the pillars between the windows and then a dozen men pulled on the rope which passed through the blocks, enabling them to exert  great force so that the wall was pulled out from its place.  The job of getting down the large chimney which was 6x12 and over 60 feet high was quite a task, but it was accomplished.  James Grier climbed up on a long ladder and threw a rope over the wall around the chimney.  Then with a "long pull and a strong pull" the thing was pulled over.
The number of brick which will be saved is problematical.  Various estimates place it at two-thirds to one-fifth, with the odds in favor of the last figure.

THE NEW SCHOOL
which is now in process of erection

Fourteen Large School Rooms--All Other Necessary Rooms--Built with brick partitions--Wide Stairways and Three Exits--The best School Building in the State.

We present our readers a cut of the new school building, which is in the process of construction, on the site of the one destroyed by fire last Christmas.  As may be seen by the picture it is a big thing and presents an architectural appearance which is full of beauty and symmetry.
The building has a south front of 117 feet 4 inches and an east front 137 feet 4 inches.  The basement is 10 feet on the clear and each of the two stories is 13 feet high.

The building will have three outside entrances and wide stairways and halls, which will remove the possibilities of a stampede on account of a fire alarm. 
Every partition in the building will be built of brick, 12 inches thick, so that the possibility of the whole building being destroyed by fire is reduced to a minimum.
