AUTO  ACCIDENTS.
TWO MACHINES DAMAGED LAST SATURDAY NIGHT.
S. H. Wheeler's Machine Turns Turtle at Boyd's Corner--Took Wheels off Buggy--None of the Occupants Seriously Injured--Good Road--French and Douglass Souter Had Miraculous Escape.


   Last Saturday night or Sunday morning was a great time for automobile accidents hereabouts, for two machines were wrecked and the occupants had miraculous escapes from instant death.

   S. H. Wheeler's machine, driven by his son, came to grief at Boyd's corner south of town.  As it was it seems they met a buggy at the corner and were going too fast to make the turn with the result that the wheels were taken off the buggy and the auto thrown against the fence upside down.  

   As the road at that place is in fine shape, with a broad easy turn, there would seem to be but reason for the accident - too fast driving.

   At about the same time Sidney French and Douglass Souter were returning from Delavan.  They had reached a spot just beyond the Dummer hill when something happened, the boys did not know what; when they came too they found themselves by the side of the road with the  machine on top of them.  Fortunately they were not seriously injured but the machine was badly damaged.  In this case as in the other, the road was in good condition, and the only solution would seem to be the breaking of a  wheel and driving too fast.


BUILDING ASSURED
HORTICULTURAL SOCIETY OBTAINS FINE LOCATION.

Bought South 120 Feet of the Hanna Property of S. B. Chapin - Structure of Architectural Beauty to be Erected Thereon - Remainder Fine Site for City Hall - City Better Buy.

   A letter from S. B. Chapin states that he has conveyed to the Lake Geneva Horticultural Society the south 120 feet of the lots on the corner of Broad and Wisconsin streets, for $3500.  That will give the society a parcel of land 120x120 feet in a very desirable location, on which, we understand, a beautiful building will soon be erected, so they will have a place in which to hold their annual flower shows, and for such other purposes as may be deemed expedient.  We understand the plans for the building are about t o be completed and that they will call for a structure of architectural beauty, admirably adapted for the purposes for which it is designed.

   Since the Horticultural Society has obtained the south part of that property there still remains a piece with a frontage of 120 feet on Wisconsin street and 52 feet on Broad street.  So far as we know at present, there are no plans made for the erection of a building thereon.  In this connection it seems to us, that it would be a wise move on the part of the city to purchase the remaining portion of that property for the purpose of erecting thereon a fine city  hall.  The location is ideal, and, that there is need of such a structure in this city, no one who knows the facts, will for a moment question.  While we have no positive knowledge in the matter, yet we are satisfied that the property can be obtained for that purpose at a reasonable figure, and we hope to see some move made toward acquiring it at no distant day.

THE MINSTREL SHOW

   The minstrel show that was put on the boards under the auspices of the local lodge of the Knights of Pythias last Tuesday night, was greeted by a packed house, every seat being sold before the performance began.  The songs and the jokes were clean and much amusement was caused by the local bits which were made during the evening.  The feats of hand balancing by Messrs. Foster and Johnson were excellent, and a surprise to many who did not know that those Lake Geneva boys had been practicing faithfully.


NEW HORTICULTURAL HALL

Ground Broken For Structure
For Gardeners Association.

ENTIRE LOT TO BE COVERED.


  Ground was broken Last Tuesday for the new horticultural building which is to be erected for the Gardeners Association at he corner of Broad and Wisconsin streets.

   The entire lot of 120x172 feet will be occupied.  30 feet on the north and about the same space on the east will be devoted to lawns and shrubbery.

   The main building which will contain the exhibition hall and club room is 35x90 and on the west side is a kitchen 18 feet wide across the end of the building.

   The architecture of this building will be the panel effect with rough cast finish.

   On the south side will be a court 90x100 the walls of which will be cement block.  The building will be heated by steam and electric lighted and will have all the modern conveniences.
