   Chief Wiley of the United States bureau of extension, believes the ordinary windmill can be used to greater advantage than at present.  By properly harnessing the winds in the generation of electricity, he thinks the farmer will be able to light and heat his house, cook his meals and to furnish power for some of his lighter machinery.  He said:

   "The problem is simply that of harnessing the windmill properly--in order that it may deliver through the requisite machinery the energy which the breezes and storms supply.  Electric heaters are already on the market--when once the harnessing of the windmill has been accomplished.  There does not seem to be any good reason why the farmer's wife should not find the same source of energy for her cooking.  As for lights the batteries will furnish the house and the barn.  The winds which have hitherto gone almost entirely to waste will be a source of heat, light and power after the coal and oil wells are exhausted.  Of coal and oil the supplies are necessarily limited, and are already threatening to give out, but the breezes will blow forever.

LAST FRIDAY'S FIRE.
THE LAKE GENEVA PIANO STOOL FACTORY.

Cause of Fire Unknown--Burned in the Middle of the Day--Filed with Manufactured Stock--A Total Loss--Partially Insured.

   The Lake Geneva Piano Stool factory was destroyed by fire on Friday.  The alarm was  sent in to the power house by telephone by O. Davis, son of the proprietor, who was at the building and discovered the fire.

    As near as we can learn the fire was first noticed on the second story, where a turning lathe and some of the saws were located, and nowhere near where any fire had the right to be.

   The building was erected by John E. Burton in 1887 for the Florence Manufacturing Company and the Lake Geneva Knitting Mills.  It was about 50x100 feet three stories, and had a brick engine room.  

  The business history of the  factory a long and checkered one--some of the ventures being profitable while others have not.  Some of the concerns which have operated the plant have been of benefit to the community while others, like Thomas Kane & Co. and Yale & Towne simply squeezed all they could get out of it "to remove competition"--and left Lake Geneva worse off than when they came.
   About four years ago Sol Grollman came out from Chicago, rented the plant and began the manufacture of piano stools and benches.  In he course of a couple years he was forced into bankruptcy and the business and stock passed into the hands of W. A. Davis, also of Chicago.

   Te destruction of that plant is a serious blow to Lake Geneva--it was practically the only manufacturing enterprise in the city.

FACTS AND FIGURES

   There was a goodly attendance at the opera house to hear the illustrated lecture on the licensing question by U. G. Umphrey, superintendent of the Wisconsin anti saloon league.    He said Lake Geneva gets $4500 from nine liquor licenses.  These saloons, in total, make about $67,000 per year.  He then showed what $67,000 would buy in provisions and clothing.
